Student, Mike Fieberkorn

Dear Friends at Lutheran Church of The Savior:

October and November were busy months for us!
| finished my first quarter of studies and our family
is enjoying a two-week break until after Thanksgiving.
During the Fall Quarter, in addition to coursework,

I was involved in an Institutional Module with Breeze
Park Nursing Home in St. Charles, Mo. During this
module, | had classroom instruction on dealing

with the elderly and learned about working with
aging parishioners in this type of setting. The time in
class was coupled with 30 hours of on-site practical
experience conducting shut-in visitations with the
elderly. It was a very valuable experience and the
things | learned will serve me well in the parish setting
in the future.
