On November 1st, Christians around the world join in
celebrating All Saints Day. Among the saints in heaven
are our loved ones who have died in the faith and now
share in the joys of heaven. The recommended Epistle
reading for All Saints Day comes from Revelation 7

and includes these words that paint a beautiful picture
of the saints before the throne. This brings us comfort
as we remember our loved ones who have passed before
us and strengthens our hope in the resurrection of the
body and the life everlasting:

“These are they who bhave come out of the
great tribulation; they bave washed their
robes and made them white in the blood of
the Lamb. Therefore, they are before the
throne of God and serve bim day and night
in bis temple; and be who sits on the throne
will spread bis tent over them. Never again
will they bunger; never again will they thirst.
The sun will not beat down upon them, nor
any scorching beat. For the Lamb at the
center of the throne will be their shepberd;
be will lead them to springs of living water,
and God will wipe away every tear from
their eyes.” (Revelation 7:14-17 NIV)

On the last Thursday of November, we celebrate
Thanksgiving Day which provides us with the opportu-
nity to pause and thank our God for His mercy which
endures forever, and for His providing so many spiritual
and physical blessings day after day.

How fitting it is to remember the example,
instruction and encouragement of those saints
who have been special blessings to us.

There and Everywhere!

“ARE YOU A ‘GOER’ OR A ‘SENDER’?”’

Thanks to your generosity, over the past two
months our church has been able to respond to several
organizations that have appealed to us for help.

The World Missions Board voted to send $500 to
Habitat for Humanity of Greater Lowell in association
with ThriventBuilds, who requested our support of
local efforts to provide low-income housing to qualified
families. Also, Habitat requests your help to build the
house. A Lutheran build day is scheduled for Sunday
afternoon 1-4 PM, November 8th at 130 North Road in
Bedford. To join the build team, please give a call to
Anna Perko at 978-692-0927, who is coordinating this
effort on behalf of Habitat.

Recently, the World Missions Board also voted to
send $1000 to Faith Lutheran, Groton, Conn. to help
them pay their LCEF mortgage which has fallen far
behind. We were moved by a request reminding us that
“St Paul in 2 Corinthians describes how the churches
in Macedonia and Achiia bonded together to help the
Christians in Jerusalem who were on hard times”
and were reminded that as God’s people we have a
responsibility to care for others going through difficul-
ties. A Benefit Choir Concert is planned for 3 PM today
at Faith Lutheran in Groton and you are all invited.

Thanks to your support, in December, Pastor Oien
will be going to a meeting in Omaha, Nebraska of LCMS
leaders and a variety of other agencies and mission
societies. The Omaha consultation is to coordinate
efforts to help our Christian brothers and sisters in
Sudan and other parts of Africa. As most of you know,
Peggy Fix made a mission trip to Sudan last summer
to encourage members of the Christian community in
Baguga who were saddened and discouraged by the
passing of Bishop Andrew Elisa. LCS has committed
to send funds to pay teacher salaries at the Christian
school because without the teachers, there will be no
Christian education for the local children. While new
Christian leadership is evolving in Sudan, we ask for
your prayers for our friends there, and as well for
Pastor’s safe trip and successful consultation in Omaha.

The Board also voted to send $300 to support
the Angel Scholarship program in Tijuana, Mexico,
established by Legna Lanza, who was our Mexico
mission team’s translator. The funds help deserving
Christian teenagers in Tijuana pay the costs of high
school education and are needed since so many teen-
agers have no money to afford school. This program is
administered by Lutheran Boarder Concerns Ministry.

If you would like to go on a mission trip next
summer, please check out the “The Sending Place,”
which trains and sends missionaries for great projects
in incredible places, like Ukraine and Kenya. Find infor-

mation on their Web site at www.TheSendingPlace.com.
You will see that you can go on a mission trip with a
team, or as an individual, or as a family; or you can lead
a team from the Lutheran Church of the Savior on a
designated mission. Stipends to defray the costs of your
room and board may be available through the LCS
World Missions Board. To support the work of “The
Sending Place”, the Missions Board voted to send $500.

If you have any questions about any of the initiatives
