12I tell you, it will be more bearable on 

that day for Sodom than for that town. 
13“Woe to you, Chorazin! Woe to you, Bethsaida! For if the mighty 

works done in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have 

repented long ago, sitting in sackcloth and ashes. 14But it will be more 

bearable in the judgment for Tyre and Sidon than for you. 15And you, 

Capernaum, will you be exalted to heaven? You shall be brought down 

to Hades. 
16“The one who hears you hears me, and the one who rejects you 

rejects me, and the one who rejects me rejects him who sent me.”

The Lord Grants Peace and Life to His Church 

 

The Lord restores Jerusalem, His Church, because she is the mother of His 

children, whom He comforts “as one whom his mother comforts” (Is. 

66:13). We are “satisfied from her consoling breast” with the pure milk of 

the Word, and we “drink deeply with delight from her glorious abundance” 
(Is. 66:11). The messengers of Christ bestow such gifts upon His Church. 

For He sends them out “as lambs in the midst of wolves” (Luke 10:3), 

bearing in their bodies the sacrifice of His cross, by which “the kingdom of 

God has come near” (Luke 10:9, 11). Wherever He enters in with this 

Gospel, Satan is cast out and falls “like lightning from heaven” (Luke 

10:18). Thus, we do not “boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ” 
(Gal. 6:14). Rejoicing in this Gospel, we “bear one another’s burdens” in 

love, according to “the law of Christ” (Gal. 6:2).

Jesus Is Our Good Samaritan 

 

The Law commands that “you shall love the Lord your God” with all your 

heart, soul, mind and strength (Luke 10:27), and that you shall “love your 

neighbor as yourself” (Lev. 19:18). Love fulfills the Law because love does 

no harm to the neighbor. Christ Jesus is the Good Samaritan, who with 

divine compassion saves you from all evil. He takes your sin and death 

upon Himself and bears these in His body to the cross. He binds up your 

wounds with the healing balm of His Gospel, and He brings you into His 

Church, where He takes care of you at His own expense (Luke 10:34–35). 

By such mercy, He proves “to be a neighbor to the man who fell among 

the robbers” (Luke 10:36). Therefore, “you go, and do likewise” (Luke 

10:37). By “your faith in Christ Jesus” and “because of the hope laid up for 

you in heaven” (Col. 1:4–5), you have the same love for others as the Lord
